Louise B e I . n
“Destruction of the Father” by Louise
Bourgeois Information About Work
“Destruction of the Father” is the first
installation of Bourgeois, a sculptor
and painter born in Paris in 1911. The
art work was done in 1974 and it
reveals the anger of Bourgeois due to
the dictatorship and infidelity of her
father.
